The title says it all; this is a dog show where we want everyone to have fun. The 
dog  show  has  run  for  several  years  at  Auckley  Show,  gaining more  and more 

interest  and  success.  This  year,  for  the  first  time,  it 
takes centre stage and moves to our Main Arena where 
we hope more of you will join us and take part in the 
show. Entry is simple, just turn up and register before 
the judging starts at 12.30pm. 

To  add more  spectacle  to  this  year’s  event we have 
invited  “Agility  at Wagtails”  to  attend  and  assist  the 
judging and also to put on a display of their Dog Agility 
Training.

We asked Jason Smawfield-Huby, from Wagtails, to 
explain what Dog Agility is.

Dog agility is a dog sport in which a handler and their 
dog work as a team. The handler directs their dog over 

a course which is a race against time, accuracy and other competitors. The dogs 
are free running, the handler cannot touch either dog or the obstacles whilst 
competing. The handler's controls are limited to voice, movement, and signals.







I started agility 6 years ago with my 
first dog Ruby, who went on to 
compete at grade 7, competing at the 
Discover Dogs Pairs final twice and 
having several top 5 places in 
championship classes. Hope is now in 
grade 6, and has already qualified for 
the 2021 Olympia semi finals by 
winning the first heat of 2020 
qualifiers. She is currently in the 
process of trying out for a position on 
the GB squad. 
Khloe is not quite 2 and is showing 
very good promise. I also regularly 
train with top British and 
international handlers to advance 
myself in the latest training 
techniques

How Auckley Went To War

Whilst World War II lasted 6 years, all the people all over the country pulled 
together in more ways than one, none more so than the residents in the Parishes 
over the country. Auckley did its own bit in this regard by adopting a warship 
during Warship Week of February 1942. The ship in question was “H.M.S Aire” 
and I will tell you a little bit about her as well as some photos and extracts from 
letters I received during my research from some of the sailors who crewed during 
the war. 
 
“H.M.S Aire” was a river class frigate ordered from Flem-
ing and Ferguson of Paisley on 30th September 1941 
under the 1941 Build Programme and laid down on 12th 
June 1942 as job number 1507 (yard number 597). The 
ship was launched in 22nd April 1943 as the first RN Ship 
to bear this name and she had been adopted by the Civil 
Community of Doncaster Rural District in particular 
Auckley Parish after a successful Warship Week National 
Savings campaign in February 1942. Build was completed 
on 28th July 1943, as shown in the record below; she never 
received particular mention for convoy defence during her 
service in the Atlantic. However, this is by no means 
unusual since, as recorded in post war records, only two 
out of twenty allied convoys were successfully attacked. Much publicity was given to the 
losses by U-boat attacks but little was reported about those Atlantic Convoys which arrived 
without incident. Over 90% of Atlantic convoys had uneventful crossings and their escorts 
had little opportunity to demonstrate the extent of the rigorous training and their defence 
capabilities. The contribution made by these unsung ships’ companies to the safe and timely 
arrival of convoys was still one of the factors which enabled the allied navy to win the battle 
of the Atlantic. After the end of hostilities in Europe she was deployed in the Far East, but 
having survived the war she was wrecked in the South China Sea, whilst on passage to 
return to the UK.
